Pool Table Care Guide

Caring for pool table slate and construction

· Use a damp cloth with mild detergent to clean table body and legs, includes aluminium top rail
· Never use Windex or other ammonia-based glass cleaners on wood; it could destroy the finish.

· Humidity levels can cause wood crack or warp; use a humidifier or dehumidifier to control the humidity levels,

· Immediately clean up any spills to prevent stains.

· Never sit or stand on a pool table. There is a seal between the cushions and the rails that can break under the weight of a human, causing dead cushions that will prevent clean rebounds and accurate ball response. This can also cause the table to become curved.

· Long or difficult shots should be assisted by a bridge or rest, a player should never sit on a table to make a shot.
· Once your pool table is assembled, never try to move it without the help of a professional.

· Avoid placing your new pool table in direct sunlight, but if this is impossible, consider protecting it with a billiard table cover.

Caring for pool table cloth
· Brushing your table cloth is the most recommended technique for cleaning billiard cloth.
· Never brush the billiard cloth in a circular motion, but rather in straight, follow by the nap direction. Snooker cloth has what is called “nap”. Nap is a term used to denote the direction of a cloths weave.
· Use a hot, damp cloth to wipe up excessive chalk left on the table.

· Never clean pool table cloth with a vacuum cleaner.

· To protect against dust, sunlight, moisture and other negative elements, try covering your pool table with a pool table covering.

· Avoid extreme temperatures and humidity, which can cause the cloth to loosen and wrinkle.

· White spots are common and can occur on billiard cloth by two means; miss-cueing and “ball burn”. If a player strikes the cue ball too low, the cue can slip and the tip comes into contact with the billiard cloth. This is called a miss-cue and results in wearing the cloth either by removing some of the fibres or, as a result of friction, burn the cloth. These burn marks can also be a result from harder shots, usually the break. When a cue ball is struck with a significant amount of force, it is pushed along the cloth for a brief moment, at incredible speeds. This creates friction and heats up to burn the cloth. 
· The cue’s tip comes into contact with the cloth with great force, as to the nature of the attempted shot. This results in wearing holes in the cloth, and in worst cases, ripping a hole right through the cloth. PLEASE ALWAYS CHALK THE CUE TIPS BEFORE ATTEMPTING A SHOT. 
· Beverage must be kept away from pool table, to prevent spills on table cloth.
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
